Embodying classic Japanese elegance, this fabled hotel 
was designed by Yoshiro Taniguchi, who also created Tokyo’s National Museum of Modern Art. The 
property features tranquil gardens, an elegant tea ceremony room with kimono-clad hostesses, and 
stunning ikebana (floral arrangements). The Zen-inspired rooms feature vibrant fabrics and shoji screen-
like windows.

Like Tokyo itself, the Hotel Seiyo Ginza combines the centuries-old art of traditional service and 
tranquility with the best the modern world has to offer. The discreet entrance of the boutique-sized hotel, 
in the city’s upscale Ginza shopping district, is part of its understated charm. The property perfectly 
blends Asian graciousness with European-inspired décor.  Its Michelin-starred restaurant, Mao, serves 
some of the city’s best sushi in a dining room designed by kabuki actor Ebizo Ichikawa. Breakfast 
inclusive rates are starting from JPY 33,800 / £255 per night, based on double occupancy.
